Designated play area has been cleared of natural hazards and maintained so as to be free of stinging nettles etc.

Participants only venture away from the designated play area with a member of staff when on orienteering or nature hunt activities.

	Participants wondering off and getting lost
	Participants are clearly explained the hazards each morning and to stay in designated play area at all times.

Participants only venture away from the designated play area with a member of staff when on orienteering or nature hunt activities.

Staff do regular checks to ensure all children are present especially before and after games, activities where they have had to leave the designated play area and when entering and exiting the woodland area.

	Picked up from mud/foliage
	Children must wash their hands before and after eating and are encouraged not to put their hands near their faces.

All recent (no scabbed over) cuts must be covered with a plaster which surrounds and protects the open cut.

In wet area some games and activities may become too slippery and need to be changed.

	Participants are only allowed to enter or exit the barn with a member of staff.
Participants are explained the dangers of the farm and told not to venture away from the designated play area.

Participants are only allowed out of the designated safe area with holiday club staff.

	Diseases 
	Picked up from areas previously used by farm animals
	Area has been thoroughly cleaned using water and disinfectant.

Children are encouraged not to touch hands or faces i.e. suck thumbs or pick noses.

	Farm buildings 
	Getting lost or injured whilst wandering off
	Barn area is enclosed with secured gates.

Participants are clearly told each day to remain in designated safety area.

	Participants are instructed not to climb on any fences, natural hazards, picnic tables or straw bales.
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
